THE WORD IN OUR LIVES   Did you know that the only reason we say that there were three Wise Men is that they brought three gifts? These special gifts--gold, frankincense, and myrrh--tell us much.  When one king visited or sent an ambassador to another, he would give a gift of gold to show that he acknowledged the kingship of the other. The second gift is a type of incense, which was used in Jesus' time to worship God. Oil, the gift of myrrh, is used to anoint the dying. Thus these gifts remind us of Jesus' kingship, divinity, and death for our sake.  What gifts do we have for Jesus?  Maybe we can take a hint from the Wise Men. If we acknowledge Jesus as king, maybe a better gift than gold would be pledging our obedience to him. A better way than burning incense to pay homage to Jesus' divinity is taking time to pray throughout the day. As for the gift of myrrh, we can offer Jesus the crosses we bear each day.  The song "The Little Drummer Boy" reminds us that the best gift is not necessarily the most expensive one. Instead, it is the simple gift that only we can give. In Green Valley we are gifted with a program called SHIM (Safety and Health in Motion) where a GVFD Fire Corps volunteer and a nurse volunteer will make a “FREE” home visit, to assess and promote the safety of your home, help prevent falls and encourage communication with your physician to identify health conditions and medications that may increase your chance of falling.  They will also connect you to community resources to promote exercise, socialization and independence so that you can stay in your home and be safe from falls.  This program is a collaborative partnership with Valley Assistance Services, Green Valley Fire District and the Green Valley Council and also provides Handyman support and free safety devices such as nightlights, bathtub/shower treads and a reach stick.  If you are at risk of falling or have concerns about the safety of your home CALL 520-625-5966 and schedule your appointment for a SHIM visit.  We are blessed to have such caring people.
